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Beloved Children of God, 
 

 Lent Approaches.  Every year it seems to come too soon, before we have quite gotten the 

Christmas Decorations back in their boxes, or the poinsettia is still hanging on to a few leaves.  In a 

year when winter seemed to last only three days, how can it be time for spring?  But here we are, be-

ginning this season as a time of preparation, a time to return to the desert where Jesus spent forty days 

readying for his ministry. 
 

 First popularized in the fourth century, Lent (which comes from the Anglo-Saxon word lencten 

which means ñspringò) is traditionally associated with penitence, fasting, almsgiving, and prayer.  It is 

a time for ñgiving things upò balanced by giving to those in need.  Whatever else it might be, Lent 

should never be an ordeal during which we begrudgingly forgo a handful of pleasures.  Instead we 

ought to approach Lent as an opportunity, not a requirement.  After all, it is meant to be the churchôs 

ñspringtimeò no matter what the calendar or the weather say about it.  It has been referred to as ñthis 

joyful season.ò  If you can lay aside this or that desire you ought to be able to focus on your heartôs 

deepest longing:  knowing and being known by our Christ. 
 

 Here at Mason you will have several opportunities ñto observe a holy Lent: by self-examination 

and repentance; by prayer, fasting, and self-denial; and by reading and meditating on Godôs Holy 

Word.ò (from, A Service of Worship for Ash Wednesday, The United Methodist Book of Worship 1992.) 

Will you consider ways in which you can restructure your life to do with less, to share from your 

abundance, to dedicate time for study and prayer?  Can you make a commitment to bring food items 

for our Food Bank?  Do you have one day to volunteer, giving back by serving Food Bank clients? 

Will you drop change in a jar for One Great Hour of Sharing offering to be collected on March 18? 
 

 I hope that you will be in worship to hear my sermons on the Parables and then join with others 

after church to explore new understandings of old stories.  Or come on Monday evenings to learn 

from two of the best biblical scholars, Marcus Borg and Dominic Crossan, in a video format. 
 

 Whatever you decide to do, let this Lent be a season where you are surprised by joy.

The human mind plans the way, but the 

Lord directs the steps.  Proverbs 16.9 

 
 Recent bloggers and YouTube users have 

commented on some old theological disputes, in part 

raising questions about religion.  ñJesus and religion 

are on opposite spectrums,ò one video states.  Mark 

Driscoll of Mars Hill Church in Seattle also promotes 

a distinction between óreligious peopleô and óJesus 

people.ô  Religion is being described as óbehavior 

modificationô and óa long list of chores.ô 

 
 Being ignored, are religions that may build 

beautiful churches but are also the single greatest 

charitable institutions on the planet.  Also, blaming 

religion for wars ignores the fact that the greatest 

mass murders in all of history killed for non-religious 

reasons. 

 
 Advocating a kind of Christianity that is free 

of religion is the direct opposite to Biblical Christian-

ity.  Jesus didnôt hate religion.  Being an observant 

Jew, he clearly said he didnôt come to abolish the law 

or ignore the prophecies, but to fulfill them.  In fact, 

he founded the church and instituted the sacrament of 

communion. 

 
 ñThe role of religion in the history of human-

kind is pervasively ambiguous.  Although the spiri-

tual function of religion is to aid the process of open-

ing the heart and reorienting the self, religion can be 

used (and often has been) as the ultimate legitimator 

of self-interest, whether by the group as a whole, or 

by individuals.ò  (Borg, The God We Never Knew)
